They are responsible for the overall operation 
 of the Plan and serve without compensation.

Who Are We?

The Musicians’ Pension Fund of Canada was 
established primarily as a result of collective 
bargaining between employers and the the 
American Federation of Musicians.

The Plan is registered under the Ontario 
Pension Benefits Act, 1990 and under  
 the Income Tax Act. As the Plan is a  
multi-jurisdictional plan, the pension 
legislation of the province in which a member 
is employed will apply to them even though the 
Plan is registered in Ontario.

Employee contributions are not required nor 
are they permitted. Contributions made to the 
Fund are held in a trust fund for the purpose 
of providing benefits to eligible members 
and their beneficiaries and to pay for the 
administrative expenses of the Fund.

 The Fund presently has assets in excess of 
$500 Million. With over 8,000 members.

The Plan is administered by a Board of 
Trustees, consisting of an equal number of 
employee and employer representatives, who 
are responsible for the overall operation of 
the Plan. They serve without compensation. 
Records and benefit payments are processed 
at the Fund Office which is managed by a 
Fund Administrator appointed by the Board of 
Trustees.

Qui nous sommes ?

La Caisse de retraite des musiciens du Canada 
a été établie principalement à l’issue d’une 
négociation collective entre les employeurs  
et la Fédération.

Le régime a été enregistré en vertu de la Loi  
sur les régimes de retraite (Ontario) et en vertu 
de la Loi de l’impôt sur le revenu (Canada). 

Les cotisations des employés ne sont pas 
requises et ne sont pas permises. Les cotisations 
sont versées à la caisse par les employeurs et 
sont détenues dans une caisse de fiducie aux fins 
de fournir une rente de retraite aux participants 
admissibles et à leurs bénéficiaires.

À l’heure actuelle, la Caisse possède un actif 
de 575 million de dollars. 

Le régime est administré par un conseil 
de fiducie, comprenant un nombre égal de 
représentants des employeurs et des employés, 
qui se chargent de l’exploitation générale 
du régime. Ils acquittent ces fonctions sans 
rémunération.
